Adivinas mi Número

(Number-line squeeze)
Materials:

Number line

Two pennies or other type of place markers
Concepts:

Logic

More than

Less than

Number sense

Procedure:

One person thinks of a mystery number.  The person then calls out two numbers such that the mystery number is somewhere between the two numbers.  The other participants then try to guess the mystery number.

Sample game:

1.  The person who is the “leader” chooses 5 as the mystery number and says, “I am thinking of a number between 1 and 9.  What’s my number?”

2.  The “guesser” puts the pennies (or place markers) on the numbers 1 and 9.  A guess of 7 is made.  The leader says, “No, my number is smaller (or less than) 7.  The right penny is moved to the 7.

3. Next, the person who is guessing says the number 4.  The leader says that the mystery number is bigger or greater than) 4.  The left penny is then moved to cover the number 4.

4. The “guesser” continues to say numbers until eventually the secret number is “squeezed” between the two pennies.  The person who guesses the mystery number is the next leader.

Adjusting the activity:

If necessary, the game leader may write down the mystery number so as to not forget it when answering the person who is guessing.  It may also be helpful if you label the left and right sides of the number line with words like smaller or less and larger or more.

At first you may want to limit the range of numbers up to 15.  As children are able, extend the range to test the limits of their ability.

Play the game saying the numbers in Spanish only.
