Welcome to curriculum night!  This evening, I will explain what’s happening in our classroom, talk about the curriculum and answer any questions that you may have.  
Our daily class schedule is:  
Spanish   
Snack/Recess
 Language Arts 
 Lunch
Read Aloud (we are reading the book The Tale of Despereaux)
 Math 
 Music, Movement, Gym, Science or Art (depending on the day) 
Social Studies is integrated daily into Language Arts and Reading.

The core subjects are taught in English but we are slowly integrating and learning vocabulary in Spanish for the other subjects.
Language Arts
I am very excited to say we have a class of wonderful readers and writers.  We are using text and activity books from Harcourt School Publishers.   
Reading
We have a license from Reading A-Z that lets us print books according to our different needs.  I have begun assessing the students to find what level they are in.  The students will be bringing home paper books in Spanish and in English to read. 

Writing
I will be using the guidelines of 6 Traits to teach writing.  The 6 Traits of writing are:  ideas, sentence fluency, organization, word choice, voice and conventions.  We will be focusing on these traits throughout the year.    
Math
We are using the Everyday Mathematics curriculum.  At the beginning of math class we have a round of “Mental Math and Reflexes.” This warms them up for the lesson, prepares them to think about numbers and their concept development.  We also have math messages, minute math and math boxes everyday.  Currently, we are reviewing general topics in math and each grade is working on their grade level workbooks.  I will be teaching math in themes such as geometry, multiplication and fractions.  We always start class as a whole and then continue either individually or into groups.  As always, every child has the opportunity to exceed beyond his/her grade level and will be challenged everyday.  
Science
We will be exploring the wonderful world of science with our FOSS Kits.  FOSS Kits are themed based hands on activities.  Our themes for this year are:  Human Body, Magnetism, Electricity, Physics of Sound, Water, Earth Materials and Measurement.
Social Studies
As mentioned before Social Studies is integrated into Language Arts.  Our current theme is Community.  We will focus on geography, map reading, US history and citizenship.
Spanish
We have Spanish in the morning everyday.  We are currently using a beginning Spanish Reading program called Estrellita.  It focuses on phonics and provides strategies to decode reading material in Spanish.  Sonidos Iniciales is the phonics chart that we are using to teach and test the students.  We will be making a house and learning vocabulary about: family, rooms in a house, furniture, colors, clothes and verbs that relate to these topics.
International Baccalaureate Programme
