Nurse’s Corner
ISLA staff has been working diligently to minimize illness transmission at school.  The teachers are sanitizing classroom furniture daily.  Custodial staff has been sanitizing door handles and bathrooms daily and school nurse has done hand washing classes at all grade levels.  Staff is reminding students to wash, wash, wash their hands.  Please keep your student home if they are running a fever.  They should be kept home until they are fever-free for 24 hours without fever reducing medication. Students with a strep throat diagnosis should be on antibiotics for a full 24 hours before returning to school.   Please make sure that you student is getting plenty of sleep each day too!  Thanks for you help keeping our students healthy.
Student-Led Conferences
Student led conferences are scheduled for March 12th, 13th and 15th.  These conferences with your child are meant to be an informative and rewarding experience.    As you probably know, your role in this conference is that of active listener.  As your child reports to you on his/her progress, feel free to record any questions or comments you have.  

The time will be structured so that the conferences occur simultaneously.  You will first meet with your child and discuss the portfolio of work for 15 minutes.  After 15 minutes the teacher will join the conference to review fall goals, discuss and answer questions.  All parties must do their best to adhere to the schedule, as there is no lag time between one group finishing and the next one beginning.  If you feel the need to continue the conference beyond 30 minutes, you can schedule a time with the teacher at a later date.  

This conference is a time for open and honest discussion with your child about his/her progress in school.  Children are involved in the conference in an effort to continue optimal communication between child/parent/teacher.  If you have a concern that you would prefer to address with the teacher in prívate, please let him/her know know and you can make arrangements to communicate with one another at another time.  

Kindergarten conferences will not involve the student this time around.
