ISLA KINDERGARTEN EARLY ENTRANCE PROCEDURES

If a child qualifies to begin early entrance procedures under ISLA policy, the following criteria must be met:

1. Pre-school screening submitted to ISLA regarding kindergarten readiness as a preliminary step.

2. ISLA receives written and/or verbal recommendation from prospective student’s previous preschool teacher(s).

When #1 & 2 have been submitted and approved by ISLA, candidate can move on to the following steps:

3. ISLA staff person meets with prospective student and parents to assess kindergarten readiness.

If student demonstrates all of the above steps with satisfaction, the following step will be taken, at the family’s expense:

4. The applicant must have an academic evaluation by a licensed psychologist.  This will include the WPPSI or Stanford Binet V for intelligence, some achievement data of reading and math, and behavioral measures which indicate level of functioning and math and reading subtests of the Woodcock Johnson.   Parents fill out a Conner's developmental form as a behavioral measure.    A score of 125 or higher on the test of intelligence or a 96th percentile or higher will qualify a child for early entrance.
