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ISLA EARLY ENTRANCE POLICY

Minnesota Statute 120A.20 requires children to be at least five years of age on September 1 of the school year for which the pupil seeks admission in order to be admitted to kindergarten, but permits school boards to establish a policy for admission of selected pupils at an earlier age. 

We recognize that a limited number of underage children may be ready for early school entry and families shall have opportunity to request consideration for entry into kindergarten children who are five years of age on or by October first.  Since decisions for early entry into a full immersion program should be made only after careful deliberation, parents of children who are five years old on or by October 1 must first go through a process for early enrollment.  No exceptions will be made to the October 1 deadline.
