Silabas/Syllables and Sight Words

This week we discussed another five sight words including:
;Cuando?, que, ;Qué?, quien and ;Quién?. We’ve been
slowly working our way through the Reader’s workshop this
week and next. After next week you can ask your student
what book they read aloud in Spanish (by then everyone will
have had a turn reading in the small group).

Matematicas/Mathematics

This week we learned a new game to practice addition, since
we really didn’t have an exact name you can ask your
student about the beans/frijoles, agua/water, and
animals/animal game they learned. We also had a look at
many different kinds of objects that help to measure. We
will be practicing measuring a variety of objects tomorrow.
